(d) The cassowary is a giant, fierce, dinosaur-like bird (about 180cm tall, 55+kg) with lethal, dagger-like toenails that can disembowel a person; it's initially underestimated by Pele's wife but proves to be a dangerous, aggressive creature that even Pele struggles to ward off with objects, highlighting its power and the woman's terror. (e) 'Framed' means to falsely incriminate someone, so for a different meaning, we could say, "The carpenter carefully framed the window with oak wood," meaning built a supportive structure.	(1 mark)
