Major source of global oil and gas.
Presence of conflicts (Israel-Palestine, Iran issues).
Strategic trade routes like Strait of Hormuz.
Involvement of global powers (USA, Russia, China).
Q4. What is the significance of the Israel–Palestine issue in world politics?
Answer:
Major humanitarian and human rights concern.
Affects peace in the West Asia region.
Influences India’s relations with Arab countries and Israel.
Tests the effectiveness of UN resolutions.
Q5. What is BRICS and why is it important today?
Answer:
Group of Brazil, Russia, India, China, South Africa (recently expanded).
Promotes multipolar world order.
Alternative to Western-dominated institutions like IMF and World Bank.
Focus on Global South cooperation.
Q6. What is the relevance of G20 in current global affairs?
Answer:
Forum of major economies (developed + developing).
Discusses global economy, debt relief, climate change.
India used G20 to highlight Global South issues.
Not a treaty body but very influential.
Q7. Why is China’s South China Sea issue important?
Answer:
China claims most of the sea using Nine-Dash Line.
Affects freedom of navigation and global trade.
Disputes with Philippines, Vietnam, Malaysia.
India supports UNCLOS and rule-based order.
Q8. What is the significance of the United Nations today?
Answer:
Maintains international peace and security.
Faces challenges like veto power misuse.
Demand for UN Security Council reforms (India as permanent member).
Important for humanitarian aid and climate action.
Q9. How is climate change shaping world politics?
Answer:
Leads to climate negotiations (COP summits).
Causes conflicts over resources and migration.
Developed vs developing countries debate on climate finance.
India stresses climate justice.
Q10. What is India’s stand in global conflicts?
Answer:
Follows strategic autonomy.
Supports peace, dialogue, and diplomacy.
Avoids taking sides in power blocs.
Focuses on national interest and global stability.
