Answer: Mahatma Gandhi was born on 2nd October 1869.

Answer: Gandhi first applied the technique of Satyagraha in South Africa during his struggle against racial discrimination.
3. Why did Rabindranath Tagore renounce his Knighthood? 
Answer: Rabindranath Tagore renounced his Knighthood as a mark of protest against the Jallianwala Bagh Massacre of April 13, 1919.

Answer: Mahatma Gandhi was the sole representative of the Indian National Congress at the Second Round Table Conference.

Answer: Ramsay MacDonald was the British Prime Minister who announced the Communal Award in 1932.
12. During the course of which movement did Gandhi give the slogan “Do or Die”? 
Answer: Gandhi gave the slogan “Do or Die” during the Quit India Movement in August 1942.

 Answer: The Azad Hind Fauz (Indian National Army) was originally conceived by Rash Behari Bose and later led and reorganized by Subhas Chandra Bose.

Answer: This quote is attributed to Subhas Chandra Bose.

Answer: The International Boundary Line between India and Pakistan is known as the Radcliffe Line.
Long Answers: 
1. What do you understand by the term Satyagraha? Briefly write about the three local disputes where Gandhi first applied the technique of Satyagraha in India? 
Answer: Satyagraha is a word made from 'Satya' (truth) and 'agraha' (holding fast), meaning "holding on to truth". It is a non-violent way of protesting that uses truth as a weapon. In India, Gandhi first used it in Champaran (1917) to help farmers against cruel indigo landlords, in Kheda (1918) to support peasants who couldn't pay taxes because their crops failed, and in Ahmedabad (1918) to lead mill-workers in a strike for better treatment. In all these cases, the main strength was the participation of the common people.
2. Why was the Khilafat movement started in India? 
Answer: The Khilafat movement was started because Indian Muslims were very upset after Turkey's defeat in World War I. They considered the Sultan of Turkey to be their Khalifa (spiritual leader) and were worried he would lose control over Islamic holy places. To protect the Khalifa's position, leaders like Maulana Shaukat Ali and Mohammad Ali formed the Khilafat Committee. Mahatma Gandhi supported this movement because he saw it as a great way to bring Hindus and Muslims together to fight for India's freedom.
3. Why did Mahatma Gandhi launch the non-cooperation movement of 1920-22? What were its programmes? What made Gandhi suspend the movement? 
Answer: Gandhi launched this movement in 1920 because Indians were angry about high prices after the war, the harsh Rowlatt Act, and the terrible Jallianwala Bagh Massacre. The main programme was to boycott British goods, leave government schools/colleges, and stop using British law courts. Instead, people used local goods (Swadeshi) and spinning wheels (Charkhas). However, Gandhi stopped the movement in 1922 after the Chauri-Chaura incident, where a mob turned violent and burned a police station, because he strictly believed in non-violence.
4. What was the main aim of the Civil Disobedience Movement? What were the main features of the movement? 
Answer: The main aim of Civil Disobedience Movement, started in 1930, was to paralyse the British administration by breaking specific laws on purpose. It famously began with the Dandi March, where Gandhi walked to the sea to break the unfair Salt Law. Key features included people refusing to pay land taxes, boycotting foreign cloth, and women picketing liquor shops. It was a massive effort where students and even rural peasants joined in to show they no longer accepted British rules.
5. Under what circumstances was the Quit India movement launched? Do you consider the movement to be a milestone in India’s struggle for independence? Give reasons in support of your answer. 
Answer: The Quit India movement was launched in August 1942 after the Cripps Mission failed to give India real power and because people were suffering from high prices during World War II. Gandhi gave the famous slogan "Do or Die," telling Indians they must either free the country or die trying. It is definitely a milestone because it was the first time the British saw such widespread rebellion; people attacked government buildings and disrupted transport, proving that the British could no longer rule India against its will.
6. Write a brief note on the Indian National Army
Answer: The Indian National Army, or Azad Hind Fauz, was a military force organized to fight for India's freedom from outside the country with help from Japan. It was led by Subhas Chandra Bose, who was called "Netaji" by everyone. He inspired his soldiers with the famous words, "Give me blood and I shall give you freedom". Although the INA had to surrender after Japan lost World War II, their bravery and patriotism created a huge wave of national pride that made it impossible for the British to stay in India much longer.
